Minutes:  November 8, 2010  Meeting of the Board of the  Friends of the Paul Sawyier Library

The Board of the Friends of the Paul Sawyier Library met at 5pm, Monday, November 8. Russell Wright, current Vice-President, conducted the meeting in the absence of Board President Cloyd Stratton.

Minutes:  The minutes for the October 2010 meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s Report:    Treasurer Chris Evans reported a checking account balance of $41,064.66 with one outstanding check for $300 written to the KY Book Fair.  Saving account balance of $34,129.13 was reported.  

Bookstore, Book Sale and Volunteer Luncheon:   Mary Lynn Collins reported daily donations of quality books continue to be received.  The October book sale garnered $1524.45.  October store sales totaled $3872.72.

The Board authorized Mary Lynn Collins and Judy Stratton to plan a volunteer luncheon for the Friends Board, store volunteers and book sale volunteers to be held Wednesday, December 1 at the library.  The event will be catered by Ronnie Jump.  Gift cards for use in the Friends bookstore will be presented to all store and book sale volunteers.

Meet and Greet:   Carol Baughman and Mary Lynn Collins reported on the success of the Meet and Greet during Friends of the Library Week held October 18.  Approximately 43 attended, including the Friends group from Anderson Co.

Friends of Kentucky Libraries:  Carol Baughman solicited volunteers to work the membership table at the KY Book Fair this Saturday.  She was able to fill four remaining vacant slots by passing the sign-up sheet.   

Library News:  Librarian Donna Gibson reported the Book Babies project is up and running.  She shared a copy of the invitation new parents receive at the local hospital.  She also noted that new parents of home births, adoptees, and new parents in adjacent counties are eligible to participate if their names are submitted.  Library staff take and print a photo and give the parent a free book of their choosing.  It was noted that $3600 remains of the original allocation of $5000 following the purchase of the camera.

Attention was called to the Friends ad in the KY Book Fair catalog.  The catalog and bookmarks are available in the library.

Donna referred the group to the on-line newsletter for events at the library, including an event this Friday for the songwriters of “Happy Birthday” and the American Girl Tea scheduled for this Saturday.  She also reported that several runs with the Friends-funded van have been made.

Discussion of the $18,000 set aside for the author project indicated no authors have yet been signed.  Sue Grafton will not be available.  No action was reported on the proposed art project for the library, for which the Friends Board has set aside $10,000.  Donna was encouraged to send a proposal to the Project Proposal Committee for any additional funding needed for the art project.

Project Proposal Committee:  Vice-President (and incoming President) Russell Wright noted he will no  longer be able to serve on the Project Proposal Committee which meets in February.  Current members are Carol Baughman, Reba Pierce and Cloyd Stratton (ex-officio).  Stacy Klink volunteered to serve, but ultimately it was decided to solicit volunteers and select a new member at the December meeting. 

Staff Appreciation for the Summer Reading Program:   It was noted that the Board previously approved up to $500 for this purpose.  Librarian Donna Gibson is considering a pizza party, potluck, or other event to be determined.

Book Processing Cage:   The book processing cage has been installed.  A sign and possibly an overhead light remain for completion.  Rollers have been ordered.  A bill for $1705 for the installation has been received.

Following a round of applause for out-going Board member Michael Embry, the meeting was adjourned.

The next meeting is scheduled for Monday, December 13 at 5pm.
