
Minutes Friends of the Paul Sawyier Library

December 13, 2010

Members Present:  Reba Pierce, Mary Lynn Collins, Russell Wright, Arba Kenner, Donna Gibson, Donna Jones, Natalie Wilkerson, Cindy Shemwell, Judy Stratton, Janet Meyer, Gina Hagan, Christina Evans, Cloyd Stratton, Ev Claffy, Mimi Gosney.

The meeting was called to order by President Cloyd Stratton.  The minutes for November were approved as presented.

The Treasurer Christina Evans reported a balance of $42,735.72 in the checking account and $34,129.13 in the savings account for a total of $76,864.85.  There are no outstanding bills.  It is necessary to provide new signature cards to Farmers Bank.  This will include the removal of Mike Embry and the addition of Russell Wright.  The other signatures will remain the same.  The motion was made by Arba Kenner and seconded by Cindy Shemwell to proceed with the new signature cards.  The motion passed.

Reports from standing committees

Book Store--The grand total of sales through November is $49,677.64.  This includes $100 donation from the Leeco’s and a $100 donation from the Hugg’s.  There are currently several very nice books on the Silent Auction; book donations continue to come in.  

Project Proposal Committee--The main business will continue to focus around February and July to consider new project proposals.  The committee will consist of Reba Pierce, Mimi Gosney, Stacy Klink, Ev Claffy, Cloyd Stratton, and Russell Wright (ex officio).   Natalie Wilkerson made the motion to accept the committee members.  The motion was seconded by Christina Evans and passed.

Library News:  Donna Gibson reported a busy December for families.  The activities were listed in the paper, in the newsletter, and on the website.  The author project is still in process; the library staff continues work on acquiring authors.

The art project for the front hall lobby is still on the table.  The motion was made by Janet Meyer and seconded by Cindy Shemwell to set aside in the savings account another $10,000 to be used toward that project once it is decided.  The motion passed.

The Staff Appreciation for service above and beyond will be held in January or February.  $500 has been set aside for that activity.

The Book Babies project is currently ready and has been adequately funded at this point.  The need for additional funds will be determined by parent response.

Old Business

Everything is installed for the Friends donation cage except the lights.  The cost for the fence was $1,705 and $644.01 for the roller conveyer.  A total of $3,000 was allocated for the project.  Everything has been paid for except the lights.

Cloyd read a thank you note from Captain Rachel Hensley from the Franklin County Regional Jail for donated books.

New Business

Friends Flyer--A motion was made by Mary Lynn Collins and seconded by Arba Kenner to produce a tri-fold flyer to provide more information about the Friends activities and to include a membership form.  The motion passed.  A motion was made by Donna Jones and seconded by Reba Pierce to accept a committee composed of Mary Lynn Collins, Janet Meyer, and Cloyd Stratton to propose a format for the brochure.  The motion passed.  

Face Book-- Cloyd appointed Gina Hagan to work with Steve Cohen, Friends web manager, on developing a Facebook page for the Friends.

There was discussion about an increase in the membership dues.  Our dues are lower than most in the state; however, the group felt that this is not a good time to raise dues and we currently have adequate funds.  The motion was withdrawn.

As this is Cloyd's last meeting as President, he thanked the Board for the opportunity to serve and for their hard work on the various projects.  The Board expressed gratitude to Cloyd for his dedication to the work of the Board and the Library.  Russell Wright will assume the position of President at the next meeting which will be January 10, 2011.
