Minutes of Board Meeting, August 8, 2005

The August meeting of the Friends of the Paul Sawyier Public Library was called to order by President Mary Lynn Collins at 5:00 p.m., August 8, 2005.

Those attending were: Libby Cwiak, Marguerite Wordell, Michael Embry, Mary Cheek, Mary Lynn Collins, Donna Gibson, Chris Evans, Cecilia Broadwater,  Rebekah Schillhahn, Mildred Browning, Mimi Gosney, Amy Hodge, Ev. Claffy, and Joe Johnson.

Secretary’s Report: The secretary distributed copies of the minutes of the July 11, 2005 meeting.  Mary Lynn Collins noted that under Other Business there was a suggestion by Carol Baughman to mail membership renewals and include a self addressed envelope.  Mary Lynn stated that this would be used only as a last resort.  We will first give members a chance to renew at the general meeting, book sale, or book fair and also send reminders via computer.  Libby Cwiak made a motion that the minutes be accepted as amended.  Chris Evans seconded.  Motion carried. 

Update on Purchase of CD:   Mary Lynn, with the advice of Chris Evans and Jules Delambre, purchased an 11- month CD for $20,000.00 at 4% interest.  If the money is needed before the maturity date, the Library Board has agreed to defray the expenses of the art glass until maturity date.

Sidewalk Sale: The sidewalk sale was a success.  We took all the books with green stickers to the sidewalk in front of the library.  By day’s end, all the books were gone.  It was good PR for the library and friends, as people were grateful to get them.  We made approximately $324.00 on our inside sales and added 14 new members.

Fall Book Sale: Joe Johnson reported that an advertisement soliciting book donations is running on the local plant board channel.   He will advertise the book sale closer to the sale date. He will also see if he can get us an interview on Focus on Frankfort on the local radio station.  Mary Lynn Collins, Cecilia Broadwater, and Donna Gibson will tape a show for channel 10 television.  They will ask for donations and explain the type of books that we want, mainly clean and no textbooks.  It was agreed to begin shelving books on Tuesday, September 6.  We will shelve every Tuesday morning and evening until the sale.  Amy Hodge will create produce a flyer for soliciting donations and e-mail it to all board members.  Members were asked to download and print it and take it to grocery stores, workplace, etc.

Annual Meeting/Potluck: Members agreed to combine the annual meeting with the volunteer potluck dinner.  It will be October 13 at the Plant Board Clubhouse. The meal will begin at 5:30 and friends will furnish the ham. Russ Hatter will not be available that night.  It was agreed to ask Mike Fields, chairman of the Library Board, and Bill Kirkland who is in charge of fund raising to speak.

Book Lover’s Calendar:  Cecilia Broadwater made a motion that we purchase 100 calendars and offer them for sale for $8.00.  Amy Hodge seconded.  Motion carried.

Update on Kentucky Book Fair: It was agreed that we would like to be located in front where we were last year.  We would be able to sell calendars, bags, etc.

Mary Lynn Collins stated that the Department of Library and Archives would cosponsor the Friends of Kentucky Libraries event.  Joe Williams, from the Lexington Public Library, will represent large libraries.  It was suggested that we ask someone from the Maysville library to represent the small libraries, and/or Georgetown Friends could also be asked.  It was reported that Janet Chism from the Department of Library and Archives might have travel funds available for panelists.  Judith Gibbons has agreed to be the moderator.  It would begin with brief comments by the panelists and then open up for discussion.  If the committee will draft a letter, the Department will distribute it.  

Connie Crow has asked if Friends would be interested in funding an author visit at the library by Mike Thaler, children’s author of the Black Lagoon series.  His charge is $1.400.00 a day.  It was agreed that because of our commitment to the art glass for the new library, it was not financially feasible this year.

Newsletter: Amy Hodge reported that a lot of the newsletter is already put together.  She will send it to Diane Garrison by the end of the week.

Nominating Committee: Mary Lynn Collins asked for volunteers to serve on the nominating committee.  No one volunteered.  She stated that she would ask Jules Delambre to serve and appoint others at a later date.

Other Business: Mary Lynn Collins stated that the State Journal has agreed to insert our membership form in their paper.  She needs the best form for the State Journal to reproduce.
